 Guidance Notes for Applicants

William Dudley

William Dudley, a merchant and jeweller of St Paul’s Square in Birmingham, founded the Trust in 1875, with a gift of £100,000.

Criteria for applications for funding

1. The William Dudley Trust may only consider applications from charities that are based within the boundaries of the City of Birmingham, and benefiting residents of Birmingham. 

2. Trustees give priority to smaller charities benefiting older people –those older people who are frail, housebound, at risk or experiencing ill health, poverty, disadvantage or disability. 

3. Subject to the availability of funds, Trustees next give priority to smaller charities that are alleviating need, hardship and distress among the general population of Birmingham. 

4. Grants are usually made for specific purposes rather than a general contribution to funds. The usual ceiling is £1,000, but applications for less than this maximum will have better prospects of being met in full. The average grant is currently less than £500.

5. The Trustees pay particular attention to applications that demonstrate long-term benefits for their clients (e.g. towards meeting the costs of training volunteers; or the costs of equipment such as lifting gear for disabled or elderly people) rather than the costs of a particular event. 

6. Favourable consideration is given to charities in which a large proportion of the work is undertaken by volunteers rather than paid staff.

7. Applicants can expect to receive a visit from a Trustee, if their application comes within its criteria and budget. The Trust likes to maintain contact after a grant is spent as a mark of its collaboration with the applicant and shared commitment to assessing the outcome of the expenditure.

8.   Trustees do not usually donate to general appeals, nor do they often make small contributions to specific but large appeals, such as building or mini-bus funds. Generally, they do not fund national charities or applications for holidays, outings or one-off events.

They do not fund animal charities, medical charities or medical research; they do not give grants to individuals.

Charitable Status

Applications are accepted from groups that are registered charities. Groups that are not registered charities may also apply, but must have charitable aims, named officers and a written constitution, a copy of which is to be sent to the Trust before Trustees can consider the letter of application. Successful applicants, not registered charities, will need to provide the name of a sponsoring organisation to receive the cheque on their behalf.
